In July of 1917, Our Lady of Fatima granted the children a frightening vision of hell and
said sadly, “You have seen hell where the souls of poor sinners go.

The Blessed Mother revealed at Fatima an act of reparation that would remove the thorns
which pierce her heart by the blasphemies and ingratitude of men: “On the first Saturday
of five consecutive months, go to Confession and receive Holy Communion, recite the
Rosary and keep me company for 15 minutes while meditating on the mysteries of the
Rosary with the intention of making reparation to me.” This act of reparation is still
indisputably relevant for us today.

"The consecration of Russia to the Immaculate Heart did not take place, as she
requested, and the Communion of Reparation on the First Saturdays did not become the
practice of the universal Church. There ensued the terrible suffering of the Second
World War and its aftermath, the spread of atheistic communism, resulting, in fact, in
the persecution of many nations and of the Church in those nations, and the.”

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Day 7: Third Secret of Fatima

Reflection

Sister Lucia did not reveal the Third Secret of Fatima until much later. In her description
of the vision, Lucia quotes an Angel with a flaming sword who pointed to the earth and
cried aloud: “Penance, Penance, Penance!”. Then, Lucia recounts the martyrdom of the
Faithful, of those true to the Sacred Heart of Jesus and the Immaculate Heart of Mary.
Two Angels collected the blood of the martyrs in a crystal vessel and sprinkled it on the
souls ‘making their way to God’.

“The third part of the Secret...has to deal with the spiritual chastisement brought about
by the rebellion of man who instead of giving his heart to the Sacred Heart of Jesus
through the Immaculate Heart of Mary gives over his heart to the corruption of the

worldly materialism and relativism of the age.”

Holy Rosary
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HOW TO PRAY THE ROSARY

While holding the crucifix make the Sign of the Cross. and then recite
the Apostles Creed

Recite the Our Father on the first large bead.

Recite a Hail Mary for an increase of faith, hope and charity on each of the three
small beads.

Recite the Glory Be to the Father on the next large bead.

Recite the Fatima Prayer "O my Jesus” on the large bead.

Recall the first Rosary Mystery and recite the Our Father on the large bead.

On each of the adjacent ten small beads (also referred to as a decade) recite a
Hail Mary while reflecting on the mystery.

On the next large bead, recite the Glory Be to the Father, the Fatima prayer.

Each succeeding decade is prayed in a similar manner by recalling the appropriate
mystery, reciting the Our Father, ten Hail Mary’s while reflecting on the mystery,
the Glory Be to the Father, and the Fatima prayer.

When the fifth mystery is completed, the Rosary is Customarily concluded with
the Hail Holy Queen, Final Prayer, and the Sign of the Cross.

Sign of the Cross

In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

Apostles’ Creed

I believe in God, the Father almighty creator of heaven and earth and in Jesus
Christ, His only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the
Virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried. He
descended into hell. On the third day he rose again from the dead. He ascended
into heaven and is seated at the right hand of God, the Father almighty. He will
come again in glory to judge the living and the dead. I believe in the Holy Spirit,
the Holy Catholic Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the
resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting. Amen.

Holy Mary, Mother of God, Pray for
us sinners, Now and at the hour of our death. Amen.

Glory Be
Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit. As it was in the

beginning, is now, and ever shall be, world without end. Amen.

Fatima Prayer
O my Jesus, forgive us of our sins. Save us from the fires of hell. Lead all souls
into heaven, especially those in most need of thy mercy. Amen.

Hail Holy Queen

Hail Holy Queen, Mother of Mercy, our Life, our Sweetness, and our hope. To
thee we cry, poor banished children of Eve. To thee we send up our sighs,
mourning and weeping in this vale of tears. Turn then most gracious advocate,
thine eyes of mercy toward us, and after this, our exile, show unto us, the blessed
fruit of thy womb, Jesus. O clement, O loving, O sweet Virgin Mary. Pray for us
O Holy Mother of God, that we may be made worthy of the promises of Christ.
Amen.
