In fact the big part of what we do is NOT just to catechize but to (CLICK) EVANGELIZE!
Our task is NOT to entertain but to ENGAGE the children
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This is in a typical pre-COVID in classroom environment
Physical 
      - Space (big classroom, small classroom, shared space with day school, basement, portable, etc.)
      - Things/Materials – desks, textbook, visual aids, create sacred space, symbols of faith, use music
      - Time – day after school/game, dinner?, I hour to 1.5 hour
Social Environment – interaction of people, must develop a good/familiar relationship, journey in faith together
     - catechist
     - assistant (awareness of one’s role)
     - children – readiness, openness, degree of engagement
     - parents – assisting them in their role
C. Content  and its Relevance
NDC#196 – Principle of interrelationship – the CONTENT must always be presented by showing the implications it has for life. 
(CLICK) Our Task: Prepare a classroom environment…. Learning about the Contents of the FAITH.
We have a very precious message to proclaim and echo to the children entrusted to us. Let’s do our job well. “KNOW-LOVE_SERVE God!

This principle of creating a Positive Catechetical Environment remains the same, taking into consideration the physical and social environment. The only difference this time is moving or transitioning it into the online (CLICK) environment. How do you do that? It requires preparation which we will discuss here.
